Call To Order.
The January Reorganization meeting of the West Whiteland Township Board of Supervisors held at the Municipal Building was called to order by Diane Snyder, Chairman at 6:30 p.m. Tuesday, January 2, 2007.  Those present in addition to Mrs. Snyder were as follows:

Pledge of Allegiance
Mrs. Snyder, Chairman, led the group with the recitation of the pledge of allegiance.

3. Reorganization of Board


Mrs. Snyder welcomed everyone to the Reorganization Meeting for the West Whiteland Township Board of Supervisors.  As per the mandate from the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, West Whiteland Township being a Township of the Second Class was required to meet on the first Monday of the New Year to reorganize, unless that first Monday happened to be a holiday.  It was a time to determine leadership for the Board of Supervisors, make various consultant and volunteer appointments, and set fees.   

Mr. Choper stated that the meeting was a time to decide how the Board should be formulated for the next year to fulfill its obligations.  The Board was grateful to Mrs. Snyder for her efforts last year, as the Township was extremely busy between the park projects, the new Township Building, Commission activities, new initiatives that took place within the Township, Ms. Smeltzer was also welcomed for the first full year as Township Manager, and the 2007 Budget was established.  Mrs. Snyder led the 2007 Budget process, in which there was no increase in Real Estate Taxes for 2007.  Mr. Choper then nominated Mrs. Snyder to continue in the role as Chairman. 


On a motion by Mr. Choper, seconded by Mr. Herbert, Mrs. Snyder was elected Chairman.  The motion was unanimously passed by a vote 3-0.
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Mr. Herbert nominated Mr. Choper for Vice Chairman.  Mr. Herbert stated that during the past year personal things had taken him away from his responsibility as a Township Supervisor.  He was very grateful for the fact that he was able to count on the support of his two “teammates.”  Either through e-mails or through occasional calls, he was able to keep abreast of what was going on in the Township.  Their diligence in going above and beyond what he thought was required of a Township Supervisor, gave him a lot of confidence as he dealt with his own personal issues.  Mr. Herbert was very grateful to Mrs. Snyder and Mr. Choper.

On motion by Mr. Herbert, seconded by Mrs. Snyder, Mr. Choper was elected Vice Chairman.  The motion was unanimously passed by a vote 3-0.

6.       Setting Fees and Salaries (Resolutions 2007-01 and 2007-02)

Mrs. Snyder summarized the above Resolution.  

A motion was made by Mr. Choper to approve the enactment of Resolution 2007-01 Setting Fees and Salaries, as corrected. Seconded by Mr. Herbert and unanimously approved.

Resolution 2007-02


 A motion was made by Mr. Choper to approve the enactment of Resolution 2007-02, which allows the Township to charge applicants reasonable fees which were commensurate with similar services provided in the community.   Seconded by Mr. Herbert and unanimously approved.

Public Safety (Resolution 2007-03)

Mrs. Snyder summarized the above Resolution.


A motion was made by Mr. Choper to approve enactment of Resolution 2007-03.  Seconded by Mr. Herbert and unanimously approved.
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8.
Supervisors 2007 Meeting Schedule
The 2007 Meeting Schedule was reviewed and discussed.  It was noted that all the meetings of the Board of Supervisors were held on the second and fourth Tuesday of each month and that there was a Workshop meeting scheduled at 6:30 p.m. on the fourth Thursday of each month beginning with January and ending with October, with the following exceptions:
· Tuesday, April 24, 2007 meeting changed to Thursday, April 19, 2007
· Tuesday, May 22, 2007 meeting changed to Thursday, May 31, 2007
· The workshop meetings for November and December 2007 will be cancelled.

A motion was made by Mr. Herbert, seconded by Mr. Choper to approve the 2007 meeting schedule of the Board of Supervisors, as discussed.  The motion was unanimously approved.
9.       Accounts Payable Warrant Report

A motion was made by Mr. Choper to approve the Accounts Payable Warrant Report dated December 28, 2006, listing check numbers 29122 to 29240 for a total of $861,172.11 subject to final review by Mrs. Snyder.  Seconded by Mrs. Snyder and approved.  Mr. Herbert abstained.

Treasurer’s Report

A motion was made by Mr. Choper to approve the Treasurer’s Report dated November 30, 2006, in the amount of $1,541,945.52.  Seconded by Mrs. Snyder and approved.  Mr. Herbert abstained.

Mr. Choper referred to the November Financial Statement memorandum dated December 15, 2006, and under real estate taxes the memorandum said “taxpayers that typically pay their taxes at year end.”  He asked if real estate taxes were due the middle of the year.  Ms. Smeltzer replied that sometimes people prepay taxes.  Mrs. Snyder suggested that maybe it was someone who paid their taxes late.  Ms. Smeltzer stated that she would check with Mrs. Butch and provide the Board with an explanation.

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OTHER BUSINESS:

Zoning Hearing Board Decision for Karl Danielsson, 1418 Whitford Road
The Zoning Hearing Board granted the requested variances from Section 325-9.C.(7), and Section 325-31.A. of the Zoning Ordinance to permit construction of a 624 square foot detached garage with attached carport adjacent to the Danielsson’s home at 1418 South Whitford Road.  The condition requested by the Board of Supervisors that the applicant would comply with the requirement for screening as agreed to in Exhibit B-4, which screening shall be consistent with “screen low” as that term was defined by Section 325-8 of the Zoning Ordinance.
The Board of Supervisors would not appeal the decision.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Mr. Choper announced that in the Philadelphia Inquirer dated December 28, 2006 there was a good article regarding the Chesco Lawmen entitled “Chesco Lawmen Spread Harmony,” which included out of the five members Officer Mark Smith, Officer Marc Meshurle, and Mark Moses from the Township, as well as Cristen Odian and Bob Auch.  Mr. Choper stated that the article reflected positively on all the members of the band, and in particular, on the people who were West Whiteland Township employees.  Mrs. Snyder stated that the article mentioned that one of the founding members of the band was also a member of the West Whiteland Police Department, but they did not provide that person’s name.
